B. Discussion Item

1. AGRI P90Z-New Course: Non-credit recreation course.
2. BSAD P90Z-New Course: Non-credit recreation course.

3. Diversity, Equity, Inclusion, and Accessibility (DEIA): Dustin asked how the committee would like to move forward on this topic. No options suggested.
4. Zero course numbering: Continue using the letter Z at the end of courses to reflect zero units.
5. GE Certificate-Student Services would like to bring forward a GE Certificate.  
6. PC GE: High Schools are changing course requests due to CalGETC. How can the STSS courses be relevant since they are an important course for students, but no longer part of PC GE. Discussion about including them with HLED/Kinesiology and changing the title of the PC GE area. Faculty were asked to take this discussion back to their divisions.
7. Pronouns used in the catalog description: Discussion regarding the removal of pronouns from the 2024-2025 catalog and to use student in place of he/she/them in catalog descriptions.
VIII. Standing Business Items
1. Curriculum Review Schedule and Program Review: Dustin will send out another update to let Divisions know of outstanding courses and programs. There are three curriculum meetings remaining for this semester.
2. AB 928-Student Transfer Achievement Reform Act of 2021: Associate Degree for Transfer      Intersegmental Implementation Committee: Christine will send out a comparison of CalGETC and local courses. CalGETC requires that a course be UC transferable for Fall 2025 implementation. Faculty will receive $63hr for 40 hours when transfer degree is approved. Faculty will work within their division to see who will complete the ADTs for CalGETC. 
3. Zero unit-process for applying for credit: There is a committee discussing this area, but there are currently no updates.
