C. Discussion Items
1. PC GE Area 6  

Inconsistencies have been discovered between what is in on the GE checklist and what is in the catalog specifically in Kinesiology. This is under review with the department and Articulation Officer. 
2. Common Course Numbering

CCN Phase II courses were reviewed with committee. Changes to courses need to be revised in Elumen by departments this fall 2025 semester. Pre-requisite and corequisite courses need to be brought to Curriculum to update the title of the course they correlate to. Faculty will be paid for this work. Dustin Acres will be assisting and tracking faculty working on CCN changes and updates to courses and programs that are impacted by CCN only.
3. Transition from eLumen 
End of life for eLumen is 12/31/2026. eLumen is migrating with Coursedog. PC does not have the timeline to shop for alternative products. Therefore, we must transition to Coursedog for the time being.  Coursedog will handle the migration of data from eLumen. This can be reassessed in the future if committee feels that Coursedog does not meet campus needs. PC will be paying for the curriculum and catalog products. Catalog will not be utilized, only to house CORs. Scheduling tools can be purchased and utilized in the future if it is decided. 
4. Course and Program Review Cycles
         The updated course and program review cycle was shared with the committee.

5. Curriculum Committee Processes
The timeline has been updated to allow for more time for the Curriculum review team to review prior       to Curriculum meetings.

6. Curriculum Forms
Curriculum forms have been simplified and limited to one page for course and program approval. Information aligns with eLumen and state requirements. The intent of forms is to get administrative support/input prior to faculty doing the work for new courses or programs. Forms will be brought back for formal approval at the next Curriculum meeting. The content review form is mandated by the state and must be completed. Once approved this document will be created as a fillable PDF. The course unit evaluation form is not a requirement. Proposed to eliminate the requirement of this form if credits align with CID or if not, reasoning is documented. 
7. Curriculum Training

The committee was updated with ED code, Title 5, PCAH, and Local curriculum policies regarding review periods of courses and programs. The committee agreed that CE courses with a requisite would continue to be reviewed on a 4 year cycle as voted August 23, 2022. CE programs will be reviewed every two years and non CE courses and programs every four years. 

The committee was reminded that they must follow Brown Act regulations because we fall under Academic Senate. This allows open meetings to the public, posting an agenda 72 hours in advance, transparent decision-making, and no outside conversation or coercion. 

Parliamentary procedure & Roberts Rule was discussed with committee.  

The state is now requiring writing assignments and outside of class assignments to be listed separately. These boxes have been added to eLumen as mandatory fields. 

The walkthrough of eLumen process was presented to the committee. 

The committee was asked for recommendations on how to efficiently run the tech review process prior to Curriculum meetings.  

Discussions occurring to align catalog with articulation timelines and catalog starting in the fall instead of the summer. The committee was asked to think about how this will affect scheduling.
