The certificate includes the core courses: Introduction to Student-Centered Teaching Andragogy, Fostering Student Agency, Instructional Scaffolding for Student Success, Teaching for Resilience—The Power of Productive Struggle, and The Affective Domain in College Teaching. Dual enrollment instructors will be encouraged to take the College Andragogy in the High School Class course (and some divisions/disciplines may require them to do so). Additional courses (Teaching the Corequisite Course and Faculty Innovation Lab) can be taken as electives. These will be designed as noncredit and cross-discipline courses. The core courses will be developed as a three-hour workshop prior to start of semester following up with end of semester three-hour workshop. Proposal for online or hybrid modalities. Courses can be repeated. Courses directed at PC faculty, dual enrollment faculty, outside instructors, or anyone interested in teaching. Fall 2026 starts.

List of degrees was handed out and will be emailed out listed all degrees and certificates that have been affected by Common Course Numbering courses. It was questioned whether committee would like these programs and certificates to be amended only by making the course name change or if a new revision is wanted.
