2. AP Scores

According to a memo from State Chancellors office, the policy is that any student who passes a College Board AP examination with a minimum score of three in a subject matter similar to that of the AP Examination, the student will be awarded credit in a general education area.
AP POLICY LANGUAGE FOR GENERAL EDUCATION CREDIT

Colleges shall award General Education Area credit as shown on the CCC AP GE List. For General Education Requirements refer to title 5 55063.

If the college does not have a course similar in content to the AP examination, the college shall award credit for the indicated GE Area as shown on the California Community College AP List. If there is no GE area that fits the AP Examination, the college may award elective credit. This policy does not address course-to-course awarding of AP credit as that is a local decision made by the appropriate discipline faculty.

Faculty will take this back to their divisions for discussion.

3. CLEP

College Level Examination to challenge course. Its not credit by examination. This is a faculty decision to offer. CSUs only allow elective credit and the UC does not allow CLEP.
Other: 
1. Curriculum Training: Date to be determined for new or recently new curriculum members. The chair will  determine if he wants to set up monthly trainings to help faculty complete their curriculum. Past meetings were sporadically attended. Elumen will be implemented next semester and doing training on both systems may be confusing to new members.

2. Curriculum Representatives 2017-2018 : The new representatives are Jay Hargis (SOSC), James Entz (FAAR), Ann Marie Wagstaff (LAAR), Bret Davis (PHED), Cindy Pummill (MATH), and we are waiting for Joe Cascio to send a student representative.

3. 2018-2019 Catalog Review: Richard Goode will discuss implementing a catalog review committee with the Academic Senate President. He volunteered to be on the committee and will recruit other members.
4. General Elumen: BC and CC are not currently using CNET. We will use CNET this semester and may begin using Elumen in the spring. 
5. Program Reviews: Curriculum will not be approving program reviews, instead they will be using it for informational purposes when reviewing new programs submitted by the Divisions. The justification for new programs should include the one page program review update form. This demonstrates decisions are being made in curriculum using Division program reviews.
6. Curriculum Handbook-James completed a draft of the curriculum handbook update. It will be forwarded to the curriculum committee for review and input. Just a reminder to all that prerequisites trump catalog rights. All new prerequisites should being in the summer. No mid year changes.
7. Catalog rights-Admissions and Records recommended implementing a five-year catalog rights at the Division Chair meeting. Currently there is no time limit on catalog rights. The curriculum committee discussed the pros and cons and will need to have additional discussion before making a decision.
