4. Declaration of Emergency-Discussed the three options below regarding future scheduling practices. The committee agreed to implement option #2 and #3.
5. Emergency Scheduling DE addendum- Course outlines with an emergency DE will need to be submitted to include Option#3 language. The italicized language below is what is being included on the CORs DE language in Elumen.
This course may be taught remotely as a Hybrid or as a completely online course only when an *emergency is declared and such instruction is approved by the College President, the Academic Senate, and the Curriculum Committee. *Criteria for “an Emergency” may include mandates called by city, county, state, federal agencies and their affiliates (aka FEMA), and/or KCCD Administration or individual instructors may modify their modality if they have been directed by Human Resources not to come to campus.

OPTIONS:

1. A Declaration of emergency for the Fall 2022Academic year (must be approved by the Academic Senate and President before going into effect.

2. Modification of Curriculum Handbook to add language, “When scheduling has occurred in a state of emergency, all courses and sections scheduled can be done with the anticipation that the following scheduling cycle could still be a state of emergency thereby permitting instructional modality to occur as scheduled. Additionally, any sections added to previous scheduled semesters are also permitted to be modified with the intended optional modality.”

3. Modification of Emergency DE addendums to allow for flexibility in modalities to occur when we are in a state of emergency or for individual instructors to modify their modality if they have been directed by Human Resources not to come to campus.
