III. New Grant Opportunities 
a. Anthem Foundation RFP For Employment Programs (Araceli)
Not eligible for the grant due to a healthcare related initiative that stipulates the college would need to provide full employment. Arlitha has more info on why we are not eligible. 

b. CalFresh Outreach Funding Opportunity (Michelle)
·  CalFresh Outreach Funding Opportunity Overview Webinar (link) Friday, November 13th from 2:00 PM to 3:00 PM
· Frank and Primavera are interested in the CalFresh Grant. 
· This is a USDA funded grant, between $15,000 and $195,000, depending on campus size. 
· More information to come at the webinar on 11/13/20.
· Let College Council know at their next meeting 11/2/20 that we are looking into the grant with more info to follow.  
 


c. CVHEC Mini Grant (Araceli) – Due April 30, 2021 
· Small institutional grant ranging from $5,000 -$7,500. 
· Student services received this grant last year and used the funds to purchase computers to give out to students. 
· Use the grant this time to purchase computers to loan out to EOPS students who lack resources due to COVID. 
· Move forward for approval from College Council with the caveat that the computers will be put into a lending situation.

d. Possible upcoming opportunities – www.grants.gov 
· The California foundation received a gift of 100 million dollars to be paid to them over 20 years to be used for 34 colleges in the three regions of California with the lowest bachelor attainment rate, this includes the central valley. 
· Primavera and Erin are looking into the application process.
· The FoundationCCC will grant up to $150,000 per college for the first year. Money can be used to provide students emergency financial aid and scholarships.   
· Will need to do tracking of the students and their achievements. Need to make sure we are set-up for that on the IR side. 
· Moving forward with the caveat that we still need to know how this will impact IR. Will need to go over tracking with financial aid.

IV. Documenting PC’s Campus Grant Oversight Process (continued)
· Charting the grant oversight process is a work-in-progress. Still need to do a PC routing form. This will be paired with the district forms. 
· Build into the process department consultation steps given certain grant requirements. Ex: technology purchases consult IT department, data needs consult IR department.
