I. INFORMATION  
a. Crisis Response Plans

1. Cal Fire Captain Rich Stover, Retired                           
We are currently working with Rich Stover to complete the Emergency Response Binders. Once completed all team members will receive a binder.
2. Handout Packet – Initial Action option 
A packet was created by Rich Stover compiling simplified instructions on how to respond in a crisis/and or armed intruder situation. The packet includes examples of three posters that will be placed at various locations around campus. Locations are TBD. See Handout
3. Incident Command System
Emergency management system of who to contact based on the type of incident occurring. Once rolls are assigned a chart will be handed out.  See Handout
4. Staff Safety Skills Survey
An electronic staff skills survey will be sent out to all staff to determine who could be a contact person on the School Incident Commander sheet. The survey will evaluate a person’s knowledge and background, not necessarily their current job position.
b. Emergency Red Bag
1. Inventory
The Red Bags will be inventoried with contents updated as deemed necessary. Currently all bags are stored at the safety and security office.

2. Designated Locations
Red Bags will be distributed evenly throughout the campus. Exact locations are TBD. A person at each building will be designated as ‘keeper of the red bag’. Individuals to serve as keeper of the red bag is TBD.
